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The architect Frank Gehry is known for his 
use of unusual materials. With his 1972 
furniture series ‚Easy Edges‘, he succee-
ded in bringing a new aesthetic dimensi-
on to such an everyday material as 
cardboard. Although surprisingly simple 
in appearance, the various pieces in the 
‘Easy Edges’ series were designed with 
the consummate skill of an architect, 
making them not only very comfortable 
but also durable and robust.
