While assembling, keep the shelves inside the cardboard box in order to protect

the shelves from scratches etc. Make sure that all parts are included.




Slide the gliders (C) onto the profiles (A).

Align the shelves (B) with two profiles (A) as shown in the drawing below.
Screw the profiles (A) onto the shelves (B), using the bolts (D) and nuts (E).

Refer to the details in the drawing below concerning the recommended number

of holes between each shelf.

! Do not tighten bolts completely until step 7.

Align the two remaining profiles (A) with the shelves (B). Turn the shelf over (two people are recommended).

Screw the profiles (A) onto the side and front of the shelves (B), using the bolts (D) and nuts (E). Make and screw the profiles (A) to the back of the shelves (B), using the bolts (D) and nuts (E).

sure they are not completely tightened.




Turn the shelf into an upright position (two people are recommended). Adjust the top shelf until it is almost level with the profiles. Then tighten all bolts completely.
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As an extra precaution, screw the shelf to the wall.
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
